Regular meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:05 PM.  
Public Hearing opened at 7:05 PM.  Clerk reviewed budget.  Mayor discussed budget and 0% increase.  Public Hearing closed at 7:10 PM.

Guests:  Gloria Overbee, recruiting assistant for Census discussed using Noble Room to test census takers on January 20th and 27th, February 3rd and 10th from 1-3 pm; US Census Bureau will not pay fee, requesting it be waived; Board agreed to waive fee; hold harmless agreement for Census reviewed by attorney who reworded form as failsafe for Village, and she will take back to her supervisor for processing and return to office before first meeting.  Judy Eldridge discussed replanting of trees at the Trout Ponds that died at the new bridge; she also had complaint of people not cleaning up after pets and stats it’s a disgrace in their butterfly garden; suggestion made by Kathy McCall of clean-up station as in other parks and offered to volunteer.  DPW was complimented for a good job handling water leak and thanked for timely repair.

BILLS:
Presented in the amount of $40,244.45 from abstract numbers 243, 244 and 245, and $124,363.27 from abstract number 4 of the Capital Water Project Fund with a Motion by Blee, seconded by Carlin. Carried.

WORK IN PROGRESS:
Water Rate Committee – Tom Evans brought sample of concrete from demolition of reservoir, described major cracks and leakage of old reservoir; Bill Foster discussed making corrections on maps for proposed water project, back to Engineer before final plans for bidding for piping; specs will include bids for both ductile and plastic; rate committee meetings to begin again in February; construction meeting Friday to wrap up rest of paperwork; construction cost under estimate by $200,000 so far.

Municipal Building Projects –  Projects all on hold, waiting for grants; question of heat tape on EMS bay roof, would be cost effective to address now, process to be started; question of roof overhang over back door entrance to office, when eaves installed will help problem; discussion of painting garage; Mayor would like Municipal Solutions to get moving on finding money for building, Diana asked questions, going forward on it. 

Pictures on Website – Holding off with office being short staffed, on hold until March.

Telephone Poles – Still being removed slowly.

Village Financial Audit – Will be working on it next month. 

Water Civil Suit – Bills were faxed yesterday to attorney, has not had time to review.

Gas Drilling – Holding off until all information is in; tabled until February or March meeting.
