Regular meeting was called to order by the Mayor at 7:05 PM.  
Guests were given the privilege of the floor.
MINUTES:
Minutes were read and approved as presented from January 12, 2010, with a motion by DeHaas, seconded by Carlin. Carried.

FINANCIAL REPORT:
Discussed as presented.

BILLS:
Presented in the amount of $26,628.73 from abstract numbers 246 and 247with a Motion by Blee, seconded by Kaufman. Carried.

WORK IN PROGRESS:
Water Rate Committee – Ductile and iron both included in bidding; out to bid in March; work will begin in May; reviewed drawings of changes in water line; telemetry working well.

Municipal Building Projects – Complaint filed about walkway to office being unsafe, request for railing; Bill Foster discussed problems with putting in railing; discussion of putting sidewalk to connect sidewalk along side of building over to walkway to office and repair of that entrance; also discussion of installing roof over doorway; Diana from Municipal Solutions has call into Randy Crawford and will call again; Mayor will contact him if needed.

Pictures on Website – Trustee Blee scanning photos at home and will work with office to get pictures on website.

Telephone Poles – Continuing to be removed; hydrant hit now out of service, no leak; will not replace until second phase of water project; plenty of access to water available.

Planning Board Changes – Mayor wanted Planning Board to present to Village Board; Deputy Mayor DeHaas said Planning Board did their job, liaison will handle at March Board meeting. 


Library Steps – Library will be closed the week of the 15th to repair steps, they would like to open Saturday if concrete is set; Board would like to look at building project, on hold now for more funds.  SED grant can be redone.

Business Permit – Dancing Bear Bakers permit on hold.


Lions Nursing Home Care – On hold until April.


Transfer of Funds – Will be done at next meeting February 23rd.

Appointment to Board of Appeals – Morgan Inderwies to resign, will need another member; discussion of possible replacement.
