Water Rate Committee Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order at 7:02 PM.  Minutes for the September 28, 2009 meeting were approved with a Motion by Bill Foster, Seconded by Tom Evans. Carried.

Merle Prentice was welcomed as new member of Rate Committee.  Chuck Franzese from Hunt Engineering reviewed project status.  Tank project shut down for winter, contractor was not done when scheduled.  Tank will be painted in June, then landscaping completed.  Final repair of road part of second phase bidding.  Reservoir phase of project is under budget.  Still developing drawings for Phase 2, technical review and permits.  Will go to the Health Department, USDA and DOT this week.  Derek Green, perspective Rate Committee member questioned calling before digging at railroad tracks; inspector requirement to make sure this is done.  Telemetry for part 1 of bid is finished, and working well with Aqualogics.  Base bid and alternates were reviewed.  Items listed can get in bid to get USDA approval.  Question of whether electronic meters can be included, will be bid as alternate.  Recommended contingency when digging up streets for possible additional costs.  Discussion of right of way petitions and leeway given by IDA.  Tim Steed from Hunt Engineering reviewed plans for Phase 2.  He suggested having public informational meetings to inform residents.  Discussion of master meter pit at town line to be bid as alternate.  Easements were discussed.  Timeline requested, bidding will be in April.  Concern raised of schools being closed while working, this will be written into contract documents. Next Rate Committee meeting March 2nd.  Hunt Engineering to come and prep for informational meetings.  Discussion of different funding avenues for residents if water lines to houses need work.  Mayor requested Deputy Mayor contact Mary Chappell to find out about money for qualifying households.  Scott Evans’ easement will be taken out of original change order, revised change order discussed.
