Water Rate Committee Meeting Minutes

March 2, 2010
In Attendance:  Bob Stevens, Tom Evans, Jim Tornatore, Lori DeHaas, Bill Foster, Merle Prentice, Jr., Chuck Franzese, Morgan Inderwies, Roger Karaim, Cheryl Galluzzo, Cliff Alexander and Tracey Cucci.
Meeting called to order at 6:58 PM.  Minutes for the February 2, 2010 meeting were approved with a Motion by Tom Evans, Seconded by Merle Prentice. Carried.

Bob Stevens reviewed discussion with Supervisor Yetter including options for town residents such as incorporation into Village, digging a well, or contracting with the Village; discussion of possibility it may not be legal to contract if more than one customer.  Village cannot respond or comment on this due to law, they will discuss with attorneys.  Discussion of Truck Stop being within village limits but water line not going out that far, may request water in future; Chuck Franzese will draft amended engineering report and rough out costs; could do as change order or do an alternate; also need to see if archeological study needs to be done; Chuck Franzese will check original study to see if was included.  Mayor requested that fire district be aware of what work is being done on hydrants; Bill Foster discussed hydrant work.  Chuck Franzese suggested going out to field with fire district for better results.  Discussion of getting USDA approval of running lines to Fire Department.  USDA consideration also possible for running lateral across to Goodrich’s.  Discussion of contractors for private work if problem with piping on residents’ property.  Village cannot suggest contractors.  Lori DeHaas to contact Tioga Opportunities regarding funding.  
Chuck Franzese reviewed schedule, running behind original timeline.  Open house is suggested for 6 p.m. to lay out plans for residents to review, with Hunt Engineers available for questions, with formal presentation at 7 p.m. Leon, Bill Foster and Hunt to forecast service disruption; also will use door hangers to notify residents.  Discussion of bidder qualifications.  Contractor awarded bid to attend public information meeting in June.  First public information meeting on April 6th; office to advertise in Pennysaver and Courier with block ad.  Hunt to do power point presentation and provide hand-outs.  Will get information over to village office week before meeting.  If County doesn’t have their end done, schedule could be delayed.  Plans and Specs to Health Department and USDA this week, DOT only formality to process permit.  Discussion of  phase 2 work involving railroad; formal meeting with IDA is needed.  Chuck Franzese will get dates to clerk; at least one member from Rate Committee needed for meeting.  Easement issue with reservoir has to be resolved.  Mayor to make a phone call or email.  Chuck Franzese communicating with attorney; Mayor requested cc to his home and village email.  Mayor requested easements for distribution system be put on Work In Progress on Agenda; Bidding may have to be delayed if there is not closure on easement.  Engineer working on estimate of probable costs.
